the Provision of Financial Assistance to Debtors Affected by COVID-19. Its objectives are to provide

temporary relief measures and an alternative for all entities providing assistance to debtors in accordance
with the measures to assist debtors specified in the circular of the Bank of Thailand No. BOT.RPD2.C.

802/2564 “Guidelines regarding the provision of financial assistance to debtors affected by COVID-19

(sustainable debt resolution)” or any other measures announced by the Bank of Thailand.

The accounting guidance is effective for entities that provide assistance to debtors impacted by COVID-19

during the period from 1 January 2022 to 31 December 2023 or until the Bank of Thailand makes changes

with which the entities are to comply. The guidance applies to the staging assessment and setting aside of
provisions for debtors.

a) In cases of debt restructuring for the purpose of reducing the debt burden of debtors that involve more
than just extending the payment timeline, the applicable procedures are as follows:

- Loans that are not yet non-performing (Non-NPL) are classified as loans with no significant increase in
credit risk (Performing or Stage 1) without compliance monitoring, provided that the payment terms and
conditions are clearly stated in the debt restructuring agreement and the debtor is considered able to
comply with the debt restructuring agreement.

- Non-performing loans (NPL) are classified as performing loans or Stage 1 if the debtor is able to make
payment in accordance with the debt restructuring agreement for 3 consecutive months or installments,
whichever is the longer period.

- Loans are classified as loans that there has been a significant increase in credit risk (Under-performing or

Stage 2) when principal or interest payments are more than 30 days past due or 1 month past due.
